Sec. 28-27. - Fishing rules. 
(a)  State fishing license is required. 

(b)  Fishing is only allowed on the west side of the lake area. No fishing from shores or banks on the south, east and north sides of Teal Lake. 

(c)  No person shall take more fish than the number permitted in the creel limits established by the city parks and recreation department. No person shall have in their possession, per day, an aggregate total of more than such creel limits. 

(d)  Fish may be taken only with a pole and line or rod and reel with attached line, and one hook of the description used for natural baits. No more than three such poles may be used by one person at any time. 

(e)  All types of artificial lures are permitted. 

(f)  The use of trout lines, throw lines, jug lines, limb lines, bow and arrows is prohibited. The use of non-game fish or game fish as bait is prohibited, except minnow. No worms, minnows, bait frogs or tadpoles shall be taken from any lake. 

(g)  Fish are not to be cleaned on the dock nor left in the basket for more than a 24-hour period. 

(h)  No person shall engage in fishing from or within 15 feet of any bridge, culvert, or viaduct. 

(i)  The city parks and recreation department may terminate any person's boating or fishing privilege without notice for violation of the rules.
